Carol Semple Thompson Women’s Amateur Player of the Year

Carol Semple Thompson is a woman of dignity, integrity, humility and graciousness. As a true ambassador of the game, her extraordinary career is in a league of its
own. Carol’s major golf credits include winning the Pennsylvania Amateur a record 22 times, plus seven USGA Championship wins: U.S. Women’s Amateur (1973),
U.S. Senior Women’s Amateur (1999-2002) and U.S. Women’s Mid-Amateur (1990 & 1997). She won the 1974 British Ladies Amateur and played on five USGA
Women’s World Amateur Teams. She also played on 12 Curtis Cup Teams and was a two-time captain. She is a past President of the Pennsylvania Women’s Golf
Association (1992-1993), served on the USGA Executive Committee (1994-2000), was awarded the prestigious Bob Jones Award in 2003 and was inducted into the
World Golf Hall of Fame in 2008.

The Carol Semple Thompson Women’s Amateur Player of the Year Award is given to the player that exemplifies the highest standards of golf excellence in skill,
sportsmanship and etiquette in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
